125gms. (4oz.)   margarine.		Cream margarine and sugar. Beat in eggs one at a time with a little flour. Fold in remaining flour.


125gms. (4oz.)   castor sugar.		Divide between two  7” sandwich tins greased or lined with greaseproof paper. 


125gms. (4oz.)   self raising flour.	Bake in pre-heated oven 180C/350F/Gas mark 4  for 20 – 25 mins.    


2 eggs.	icing sugar		Sandwich with jam and sprinkle top with icing sugar.
